The third time | used blue linen, 1 split the front to introduce a tpaece
yoke and patch pocke&A perfect way to add a spot of layered and
slashed fabric embellishment.

Finally, with cream silk the top was a canvas for thread painting.

The pattern instructions are clear. The top pattern includes simple bust

darts that provide a bit of shaping; the cap sleeves flatter a variety of arm
sizes; and the sleeve and hem lengths are easy to adjust as desired. The col-
lar application requires only one vertical seam, which makes for a crisp and
clean look.
